






























TAITH PENBENNAR 
Afon Soch - Afon hiraf Llyn, 18km (11 milltir) yn I lifo o'i tharddiad yn agos i Fynydd Cefnamwlch. 0 Fotwnnog mae'n llifo'n igam-ogam drwy Forfa Neigwl. Dywedir ei 
bod cyn Oes yr Ia yn llifo i'r mor ym Mhorth Neigwl. 
Bad Achub - Agorwyd yr orsaf gyntaf yn 1844 ym Mhenrhyn Du ond ni fu'n llwyddiannus a chaewyd hi. Ail-agorwyd yr orsaf yn 1869 gan fod cymaint o longau llechi'n 
hwylio heibio o Borthmadog. Mewn 24 awr yn 1896 bu' n rhaid i'r criw rwyfo allan mewn mor stormus iawn i achub criwiau pump o longau. 
Cwch rwber cyflym, 7.3m o hyd sydd yma'n awr yn yr orsaf yn yr harbwr. Mae' n ddelfrydol ar gyfer achub rhai aiff i helbul yn y bae. www.rnliabersoch.co.uk 
St. Tudwal's Roads - Dyma'r unig angorfa ddiogel ym Mae Ceredigion pan fo'r gwynt yn troi i'r de neu'r de ddwyrain. Er hynny aeth llawer o longau i drafferthion. Un yn 
arbennig oedd yr 'Ann' y cyfeirir ati fel Fflat Huw Puw. Digwyddodd hyn yn 1851 ac fe gyfansoddodd J Glyn Davies lu o gerddi mor sy'n son amaani. 
Clwb Hwylio De Sir Gaernarfon - Clwb Hwylio prysur iawn sy'n cynnal nifer o rasys hwylio gydol yr haf. Cynhelir Regata Abersoch ar yr ail Sadwrn yn 
Awst a'r ' Keelboat Week' ddiwedd y mis. www.scyc.co.uk 

Afon Soch - The longest river in Llyn, 7 8km(7 7 miles) flowing from its source near Mynydd Cefnamwlch. From Botwnnog it meanders through Marfa Neigwl. Before the 
Ice Age it is said that it entered the sea at Porth Neigwl (Hell's Mouth). 
The Life Boat - The station was first opened in 1844 at Penrhyn Du but was not successful and it was closed. It was reopened in 1869 because so many slate ships were 
sailing past from Porthmadog. In a 24 hour period in 1896 the crew had to row out durin13 a very severe storm to rescue the crews of five ships. At present a fast Rib, 7.3m 
in length is at the station in {he harbour. It is ideal for rescuing those that get into difficultrcs in the bay. www.rnUabersoch.co uk 
St. Tuawa/'s Roads - This is the only safe anchorage in Cardigan Bay when the wind turns to the south or south east. Despite this many ships got into difficulties, one in 
particular was the 'Ann', known as 'Fflat Huw Puw'. This happened in 7 85 7 and). Clyn Davies composed a number of sea shanties that refer to her. 
South Caernarfonshire Yacht Club - A very busy sailing club that run many regattas during the summer. The Abersoch Regatta is held on the second Saturday in August 
and The Keelboat Week at the end of the month. www.scyc.co.uk 

TAITH MARCHROS 
Mwynfeydd - Dywedir i'r Rhufeiniaid gloddio am b lwm yn ardal Bwlch Tocyn ond prin yw'r dystiolaeth. Fodd bynnag bu prysurdeb mawr yma yn y G19 a gwelir ei 61 mewn 
ambell i ddarn o dir diffaith heddiw. Ar un adeg cloddid mwy o gopr yng Ngwaith Pant Gwyn nag yn unman yng Nghymru. Y prif fwyn arall oedd plwm gydag ychydig o 
haearn a manganls. 
Mwynwyr o Gernyw - Daeth mwynwyr o Gernyw yma gyda'u profiad helaeth o gloddio. Adei ladwyd tai iddynt a elwid yn Cornish Row (wedi eu dymchwel) ac ysgol a 
weli r ar y chwith wrth ddringo'r llwybr o'r.traeth. 
Y Trac i Benrhyn Du- Mae'r llwybr sy'n rhedeg o Sarn Bach yn y gorllewin yn dilyn tracy tram (1840) i Benrhyn Duo ble yr allforid y mwyn. 

Mines - It is said that the Romans dug for lead in the Bwlchtocyn area but the evidence is scarce. However, there was much activity here in the nineteenth century and the 
remains can still be seen on some pieces of derelict land today. At one time more copper was mined at the Pant Gwyn Mine than any other place in Wales. The other main 
ore was lead with a little iron and manganese. 
Miners from Cornwall. - Miners from Cornwall came here with their great experience of mining. Houses were built for them and named Cornish Row (since destroyed) 
and a school that can be seen on the left as you climb the path from the beach. 
The track to Penrhyn Du - The path that runs from east to west follows the tramway track (1840) that carried ore from Llanengan to a landing stage at Penrhyn Du. 

TAITH CILAN 
Porth Ceiriad -Uno draethau harddaf a mwyaf poblogaidd Llyn. Gerllaw mae Nant-y-Big lie magwyd y Prifardd Alan Llwyd. 
Y Fran Goesgoch - Dyma aderyn hardd gyda phig a choesau each o deulu'r brain sy'n arbennig i arfordir Llyn a Phenfro. Mae' n hoff o chwilota am ei fwyd ar ben gelltydd 
y mor. Mae'n hedfan yn acrobatig a'i llais yn holrol wahanol i 'r brain. 
Porth Neigwl - Erbyn hyn mae'r 6ae hwn yn denu syrffwyr gydol y flwyddyn. Flynyddoedd yn 61 cai'r llongau hwyliau eu dal rhwng Trwyn Talfarach, Rhiw a Thrwyn Cilan. 
Gyda gwynt de-orllewin ar eu cefnau ni allent ddianc a chollwyd llawer iawn ohonynt. 

Llanengan - Dywedir i glychau Eglwys Sant Einion ynghyd a'r sgrin hardd ddod yma o Ynys En IIi pan ddifrodwyd yr Abaty. Cedwir trysorau'r eglwys yn y gist, sef C)lff Engan. 
Mae tri chlo arni fel boa rhaid i'r person a'r ddau waraen fod yma i'w hagar. Y tu cefn i'r eglwys mae Tan y Fynwent (le cedwir allwedd yr egTwys) ac yno gwelir Ffynnon 
Engan. Cyflawnwyd lawer o wyrthiau yma. 



Porth Ceiriad - One of the most beautiful and popular of Llyn's beaches. Nearby is Nant-y-Big where the poet Alan Llwyd was raisod. 
The Chough - This is a beautiful bird with a red beak and legs, a member o{ the crow fc1mily and is found an the coast of Ll)m c1nd Pcmbrokeshirc. It gathers its food on the 
slope above the sea cliffs. It glides acrobatically in flight and its call is very different to that of the crows. 
Porth Neigwl (Hell's Mouth) - By now this bay attracts surfers throughout the year. Years ago sailing ships were caught between rrwyn TalfCJ.rach, Rhiw and Trwyn Cilan. 
With the wind in the south west on their backs they could not escape and many were lost. 
Llanengan - It is said that the bells of St Finion's church and the beautiful screen came here from Ynyc; En IIi (Bardsey Island) when the Abbey was destroyed. The church's 
treasures arc kept in the chest called Cyff Engan. There are three locks on it so that the vicar and two wardens arc present when it is opened. Behind the church is Tan y 
Fynwent where the key to the church is kept. Engan's Well, where many miracles were performed can he seen here. 

T AITH PEN Y GAER 
Llangian - Dyma bentref a enillodd wobrau am fod yn un o'r pentrefi tlysafyng Nghymru. Yma mae Eglwys Sant Cian ac ynddi mac nifer o blaciau i goffau aclodau o deulu 
Nannoron. Ceir carreg fedd o'r chweched ganrif yn y fynwent. Mae'n anghyffreain 1awn am ci bod yn coffau meddyg, Mel us mJb Marti nus. Dyma'r un1g garreg yng Nghymru 
a Lloegr i goffau un mewn swydd seciwlar. (Ccdwir allwcdd yr eglwys yn siop y pcntrcf). Roedd Smyrna, enw capel y pcntrcf, yn un o'r Saith Eglwys Fore. 
Pen y Gaer - Codwyd y gaer o Oes yr Haearn mewn man delfrydol i gadw golwg ar ardal eang. Does fawr o'r gaer i'w gweld hedcliw gan iddi gael ei di fetha gan amaethwyt 
a mwyngloddwyr. Oddi yma gcll ir gweld Garn l adryn, Garn Boduan a'r Ei fl lie mae olion ceyrydcl cyffclyb. 

Llangian - This village won the prize for being one of the most beautiful in Wales. Here stands the church of St. Cian that contains a number of plaques to remember members 
of the Nanhoron family. There is a sixth century gravestone in the graveyard. It is very unusual as it commemorates a doctor, Me/us son of Martin us. It is the only stone in 
England and Wales that commemorates a secular person. (The church key is kept in the village shop). Smyrna, the name of the village chapel, was one of the Seven Early 
Churches. 
Pen y Gaer - The Iron Age fort was built in an ideal spot to look over a wide area. Very little of the fort remains today as it was destroyed by farmers and miners. From here 
Carn Fadryn, Carn Boduan and The Ein where there are similar hill forts, can be seen. 

T AITH CASTELLMARCH 
Castellmarch - Gosodwyd y garreg sylfaen yn 1625 a chodwyd y plasdy sydd a'i bensaerniaeth yn nodweddiadol o'r cyfnod. Dywedir fod March ap Meirchion a drigai 
yng Nghastellmarch yn uno farchogion Arthur. Mae'r chwedl amdano'n enwog. 
Roedd-gan March glustiau ceffyl a cnywilyddiai yn fawr am hyn. 'Doedd neb ond ei farbwr yn gwybod y gyfrinach ac yntau dan siars i beidio dweud wrth neb. Ond roedcl 
yn pwyso gymaint arno fel y bu'n rhaid i'r barbwr sibrwd y gyfrinach ymhlith yr hesg ar lan afon Soch. Un dydd roedd 9wledd yng Nghastellmarch a daeth cerddorion o 
bob rhan o'r wlad yno. Arhosodd pibydd wrth lan afon Socha thorri pib o blith yr hesg. Chwaraeodd ei bib yn y wledd a r unig nodau adaeth allan ohoni oedd 'Mae clustiau 
ceffyl gan March'. Dychrynodd March wrth glywed hyn, ond yn groes i bob disgwyl ni chynhyrfodd neb o gwbl na chwerthin am ci ben. 
Eglwys Sant Garmon - Hon yw eglwys BabycTdol Abersoch a gysegrwyd i'r esgo6 Uydcwig Garmon. Mae sawl Llanarmon yng Nghymru. Agorwyd yr eglwys yn 1956. 

Castellmarch - Its foundation stone was laid in 1625 and a mansion was built that is typical of the period. It is said that March ap Meirchion who dwelt in Castell march 
was one of King Arthur's Knights. The legend about him is well known. 
March had the ears of a horse of which he was very ashamed. No one but his barber knew this secret and he was charged not to tell anyone. But the pressure on him was 
so great that he had to whisper the secret to the reeds on the banks of Afon Soch. One day there was a feast at Castell march and musicians from all parts ol the country 
came there. A piper stayed by the banks of the Afon Soch and cut a pipe from the reeds. l-Ie played his pipe at the feast and the only notes that came out were 'March has 
the ears of a horse' March was frightened when he heard this but contrary to expectCJ.tions no one was excited and no one laughed at him. 
St Garmon's Church - This is the Abersoch Catholic Church and is dedicated to the Breton Bishop Carmon. There are numerous ll<1narmon's in Wales. 
The church was opened in 1956. 



TAITH FFYNNON FYW 
Mynydd Tir Cwmwd - Ar lethrau'r mynydd, uwch ben y mar bu yma dair chwarel ithfaen yn cynhyrchu sets a metlin. Cerddai llawer o'r chwarelwyr dros y mynydd o Lanbedrog. 
Ar y traeth gwelir olion y stej lie llwythid y llongau. 
Aderyn Drycin y Craig- Yn y gwanwyn daw aderyn drycin y graig i'r lan ar 61 treulio'r gaeaf allan ym mhellafoedd y m6r. Mae' n debyg iawn i wylan and yn glcidio heb 
orffwyso am hydoedd. Bydd yn nythu ar greigiau'r chwarel. 
Cerflun Mynydd Tir y Cwmwd- Codwyd y cerflun presennol ar Fynydd Tir y Cwmwd yn 2002. Cynlluniwyd ef gan Berwyn Jones a' i wneud gan Huw Jones. Hwn yw'r trydydd. 
Codwyd y cynlaf gan Solomon Andrews ar 61 y Rhyfel Byd Cyntaf, a chodwyd un arall yn ei leo waith Simon Van de Pul yn yr 1980au. 
Oriel Plas Clyn y Weddw- Mae Plas Glyn y Weddw erbyn hyn yn oriel safonol iawn gydag arddangosfeydd ynddi gydol y flwyddyn. Codwyd yr adeilad fel cartref iddi'i 
hun gan weddw Syr Love Jones Parry o Fadryn. Yn ogystal ag arddangosfeydd celf gwelir casgliad o lestri Nantgarw ac Abertawe a hanes teulu Solomon Andrews. 
Eglwys Sant Pedrog, llanbedrog a theulu Madryn- Codwya rhan hynaf yr eglwys yn y G13. Ymosodwyd ar yr adeilad yn ystod y Rhyfel Cartref gan fyddinoedd Cromwell 
ac fe'i defnyddiwyd fel stabl gan Sieffre Parry. Ond yn rhyfedd iawn fe briodoad ef ag etifeddes teulu o frenhinwyr Ileal. Ganwyd mab iddynt a' i alw'n Love God Parry. Dyna 
gychwyn y teulu Love Jones Parry o Fadryn. Bu'r mab yn gymwynaswr mawr i'r eglwys a choffeir aelodau o'r teulu oddi mewn a thu allan i'r adeilad. 
Ffynnon Fyw- Dyma uno ffynhonnau enwocaf Cymru. Gwelir dwy ffynnon yn un- un i ymolchi ac un i yfed ohoni. Roedd unwaith fur o'i chwmpas ac adeilad lie trigai 
ceidwad y ffynnon. Roedd ei dwr yn rhinweddol yn arbennig at anhwylderau'r llygad. Yn ddiwcddar cafodd ei hadfer gan Gyngor Gwynedd. 

Mynydd Tir y Cwmwd- On the slopes of the mountain, above the sea, there were three granite quarries producing setts and road metaling. Many of the quarrymen walked 
over the mountain from L/anbedrog. On the beach the remains of the jetty where the ships were loaded cah be seen. 
Fulmar Petrel - In the spring the Fulmar returns to the main land after spending the winter far out at sea. It is similar to the seagull but glides for long distances without resting. 
It nests on the quarry cliffs. 
The Mynydd Ttr y Cwmwd Sculpture - The present sculpture was raised on Mynydd Tir y Cwmwd in 2002. Designed by Berwyn jones and made by Huw jones. This is the 
third, the first was raised by Solomon Andrews after the First World War and the second in the 1980's designed by Simon Van de Put. 
Plas Glyn y Weddw Art Callery - By now Plas Glyn y Weddw is a very prestigious Art Gallery with exhibitions throughout the year. The building was constructed as a home 
for herself, by the widow of Sir Love jones Parry of Madryn. In addition to the art exhibition a collection of Nantgarw and Swansea pottery and the history of the Solomon 
Andrews faJTtily can be seen. 
St Pedrog's Church, Llanbedrog and the Madryn family- The oldest part of the church dates from the C73. The building was attacked during the civil war by Cromwell's 
men and was used as a stable 5y Sieffre Parry. He surprisingly was to marry the heiress of a local royalist family. A sun was born to them ana named Love Cod Parry. That 
was the start of the Love jones Parry family from Madryn. The son was a great patron of the church and members of the family are remembered inside and outside the bulding. 
Ffynnon Fyw- This is one of the most famous wells of Wales. Two wells in one can be seen, one to wash and one to drink from. It was once surrounded by a wall with a 
dwelling for the wells' custodian. The water had healing properties especially for eye ailments. It was renovated recently by Gwynedd Council.
